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1.1 REXX/370 Alternate Library Description

The Alternate Library enables users who do not have the IBM Library for SAA REXX/370 (the full REXX
product) installed to run compiled REXX programs. It contains a language processor that transforms the
compiled programs and runs them with the interpreter, which is part of TSO/E.

Software developers can distribute the Alternate Library, free of charge, with their compiled REXX
programs. In this way, if a customer:
¢ Has the IBM Library for SAA REXX/370 installed, then programs run as compiled REXX programs

¢ Installs the Alternate Library, then REXX programs are interpretted.

Distributing a compiled REXX program, without the source, has these advantages:
¢ Maintenance of the program is simplified, because the code cannot be modified inadvertently.

e Compiled programs can be shipped in load module format and used to create function packages, even
for users who do not have the IBM Library for SAA REXX/370.

Notes:

1. When a customer has the IBM Library for SAA REXX/370 installed, it is unnecessary to install the
Alternate Library.

2. With the Alternate Library, the performance of compiled REXX programs is similar to that of
interpreted programs. The performance advantages of compiled REXX are available only when the
IBM Library for SAA REXX/370 is installed.

5.0 Installation Requirements and Considerations

The following sections identify the system requirements for installing and activating REXX/370 Alternate
Library. The following terminology is used:

¢ Driving system: the system used to install the program.

e Target system: the system on which the program is installed.

In many cases, the same system can be used as both a driving system and a target system. However,

you may want to set up a clone of your system to use as a target system by making a separate IPL-able
copy of the running system. The clone should include copies of all system libraries that SMP/E updates,
copies of the SMP/E CSI data sets that describe the system libraries, and your PARMLIB and PROCLIB.

Some cases where two systems should be used include the following:

¢ When installing a new level of a product that is already installed, the new product will delete the old
one. By installing onto a separate target system, you can test the new product while still keeping the
old one in production.

¢ When installing a product that shares libraries or load modules with other products, the installation can
disrupt the other products. Installing onto a test system or clone will allow you to assess these
impacts without disrupting your production system.

5.2.2.3 Toleration/Coexistence Requisites

6.0 Installation Instructions

This chapter describes the installation method and the step-by-step procedures to install and to activate
the functions of REXX/370 Alternate Library.

Please note the following:

¢ If you want to install REXX/370 Alternate Library into its own SMP/E environment, consult the SMP/E
manuals for instructions on creating and initializing the SMPCSI and the SMP/E control data sets.

e Sample jobs have been provided to help perform some or all of the installation tasks. The SMP/E jobs
assume that all DDDEF entries required for SMP/E execution have been defined in the appropriate
zones.

e The SMP/E dialogs may be used instead of the sample jobs to accomplish the SMP/E installation
steps.

6.1 Installing REXX/370 Alternate Library

6.1.1 SMP/E Considerations for Installing REXX/370 Alternate Library

This release of REXX/370 Alternate Library is installed using the SMP/E RECEIVE, APPLY, and ACCEPT
commands. The SMP/E dialogs may be used to accomplish the SMP/E installation steps.

6.1.2 SMP/E Options Subentry Values

The recommended values for some SMP/E CSI subentries are shown in Figure 13. Use of values lower
than these may result in failures in the installation process. DSSPACE is a subentry in the GLOBAL
options entry. PEMAX is a subentry of the GENERAL entry in the GLOBAL options entry. Refer to the
SMP/E manuals for instructions on updating the global zone.

6.1.4 Upload Sample JCL from CD-ROM

On the CD-ROM, there is a file containing the sample JCL. This sample JCL file contains a member that
will allocate the sequential data sets for the three compressed RELFILEs and SMPMCS and other
members to perform the SMP/E processing. Perform the following steps to upload the sample JCL from
the CD-ROM to the host:

Allocate a data set on the host to use as the target of the upload. You can do this by submitting the
job below or by creating a dataset with these characteristics.

If PTFs containing replacement modules are being ACCEPTed, SMP/E ACCEPT processing will
linkedit/bind the modules into the distribution libraries. During this processing, the Linkage Editor or Binder
may issue messages documenting unresolved external references, resulting in a return code of 4 from the
ACCEPT step. These messages can be ignored, because the distribution libraries are not executable and
the unresolved external references will not affect the executable system libraries.

6.2 Activating the REXX/370 Alternate Library
The Alternate Library is activated in one of three different ways:

¢ From STEPLIB

e From LINKLIST

e From LPA

Running the Alternate Library from the LPA will provide the best performance.

6.3 Installing the Compiler Programming Table for the Alternate
Library

The Compiler Programming Table (CPT) IRXCMPTM is the TSO/E module that identifies a library to
TSO/E. This table must be updated to include the Alternate Library. Your installation uses either the
default table shipped with TSO/E, or an installation-defined CPT.

The current CPT (either default or user-defined) should be replaced by an updated CPT:

e If there is a user-defined CPT at the customer installation, then the assembler statements in this CPT
should be copied into the usermod example EAGKUMOD in the library hig.SEAGSAM. Also, the
number of entries in the table must be increased by 1. This ensures that the Alternate Library can be
concurrently used with another run time library if one is defined in the user-CPT. After all
modifications have been done, the usermod can be executed to build an updated CPT.
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¢ If there is no user-defined CPT then the example EAGKUMOD can also be used without update of the
assembler source code.
